The following information will describe the opportunity and requirements.

Who is a Youth Leader?

A youth leader is a positive role model in their community who is aged 16 to 30. A youth leader is
ready to represent the views of their peers and to share their own perspectives on health and
wellness in their communities. A youth leader is a champion for positive change and lives the values
of respect, discipline, relationships, culture, excellence, and fairness.

Who requires a chaperone?

All participants under the age of 18 require a chaperone. The designated chaperone must be with
the youth at all times and are expected to share accommodation with the youth and participate fully in
the event. The FNHA will pay the travel and registration costs for the chaperone to attend.

How many people are you looking for?
Northern Region can send a combined total of (up to) fifty-one youth and chaperones.

Why apply?

The Youth Leaders (and chaperones as required) selected will receive an all-expense paid trip to Sun
Peaks for the Youth Mental Wellness Forum October 6 — 9, 2025. This will include travel,
accommodation, and meals. Most importantly, the Youth Leaders will have the opportunity to
represent the voices of First Nation youth to discuss the important topic of youth mental wellness.

Requirements

Your submission must be received by end of day Thursday, September 25, 2025.

You are a member of a Northern Region First Nation and are a Youth aged 16 — 30.
Provide the name and contact information for your chaperone if you are younger than
18. Your chaperone must be someone you are comfortable sharing accommodation with. The
chaperone will travel with you and is expected to fully participate and engage in the forum.
Submit a 1-2 page letter or email indicating your commitment to attend the event and fully
participate. The letter will include why you would be a strong candidate to represent the North
and will include a description of your experience and involvement with your community. Please
ensure that your letter includes your contact information: phone number and email address.
Include a written endorsement from your Chief, a Council member or your Health
Director validating that you have the community’s support to attend. The written endorsement
will verify that your community has agreed to coordinate and pay for all aspects of your
travel from home to Sun Peaks and will provide you with a travel advance for the meals
that are not provided. The community will submit an expense claim to FNHA for
reimbursement of the costs for your travel as per the FNHA travel reimbursement policy.

You (and your chaperone) will be available to attend and participate fully in the forum.

You are comfortable with public speaking and representing the position of young people in
your area regarding mental health.

You are involved with and have experience in a youth committee, youth advisory etc.

Being actively involved in cultural activities is an asset.

Selection Process
